Agenda Item 9 (MPO Conference)


The Bicycle Board has been asked to participate in three events for the October Statewide Conference of MPO Officials that is sponsored by the Morgantown MPO.  These events are:

1.
A 30-minute presentation at the conference to educate the officials of the needs of bicyclists.  The presentation will be made jointly with Bicycle Boards from Charleston and Parkersburg.  It was suggested that the content of the Morgantown presentation mirror that of a presentation Frank made to the MPO in January of 2009.  Also focus on the mark-up of shared lanes, accomplishments of the education grant, and topo constraints in implementing climbing lanes. 

2.
A mobile lab throughout Morgantown designed to educate the MPO and Transportation officials on needs, issues, and ideas that can be shown.  This lab will be conducted jointly with the Pedestrian Safety Board.  Specifically want to highlight on the lab the benefits of traffic markings, Mountaineer Station, and the rail-trail system.

3.
Development of a display table that promotes biking and hazards that bicyclists deal with.  

Thanks to Marilyn for capturing the following points made during the brainstorming session for ideas to include in the presentation, bus ride and display table:

· January MPO presentation given by Frank: Widen lanes; shared lane markings

· Example of Shared Lane marking; Bicycles May Use Full Lane signage

· Bus Ride: 

· Place markings on Universiy Ave.  

· Have cyclists on the road to demonstrate how cars can get around bike on wide lane but not on typical narrow road

· Photoshop shared lane markings on photos of the bus route and hand out to participants on the bus so they can visualize difference they would make for cyclists

· “Chalk” some temporary shared lane markings on the road

· Take bus on typical routes that cyclists currently take e.g. University, Overhill, Jones

· Bad intersections: Road – rail trail crossings

· Multi-modal stations (Mountaineer Station)

· Accomplishments of Education Grant

· Climbing Lanes and where needed (hills)

· Show multi-modal at University on bus ride

· Maps of Shared Lane Markings (Dererk’s map)

· Pictures of cyclist in-line grate accident

· History of cycling: why we need to increase cycling.  List reasons: obesity, etc.

· Establish a training area for bicycling before getting on the road

Agenda Item 10 (Mon Blvd Bike Lane)


Don indicated that liability issues prohibit volunteer work for the construction.  Material for installation will be approximately $11,000.  Budget constraints at the City prohibit the construction now but by Spring 2011 there may be funding available.  This issue is currently dead.
