Grant applications should consist of no more than five (5) typed pages plus a project budget, audited financial statements, and no more than three (3) letters of support with at least one coming from an individual or group who will benefit from the project. In the application, you must address the following applicable criteria:

1.
Full description of intended use of funds, including the amount requested and alternative funding.
2.
Description of organization to include services, employees, and volunteer support,
3.
Time frame of project, if applicable (e.g., starting date, completion date).
4.
Significance of grant on funding needs (e.g., % of total project funding applied for, total project costs, etc.).
5.
Impact of project or activity (e.g., number and demographics of people served, impact on quality of life, period of project benefit).
6.
Evidence of applicant track record, accomplishments, and successes, 
7.
For 2007 recipients of grants from this project, please include a brief description of how the funds were used and the project impact.
