Meeting Minutes:

Agenda Item 1 (Schmooze time) 

The December 2009 monthly meeting of the Morgantown Municipal Bicycle Board (BB) was called to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Public Safety Building by Chairman Frank Gmeindl with the following members attending:

Agenda Item 2 (Agenda)
The agenda was approved.
Agenda Item 3 (Minutes of Last Meeting)
The minutes from the November meeting were approved without change.

Agenda Item 5 (Ripe Banana Issues)
There were no Ripe Bananas at this time.  However, wishes of good health are sent to Arpad and Don Dickerson, both of whom are sick. 
Agenda Item 6 (Traffic Commission Meeting Recap)
At last night’s TC meeting, Arpad was unanimously approved as the Youth Commission Representative to the BB.  Also, Frank read the letter that Hugh and the BB prepared outlining the views of the BB on the Campus Connector.  A key sentence of the letter will be passed on to the City Manager, stating that the BB supports a Campus Connector from the Evansdale Campus to the end of Grant Street.  
Agenda Item 7 (Jake Leaving)

Jacob Brown is leaving Morgantown to accept a job at Shenandoah Mtn Touring in the near future.  Congratulations, Jake! After the January 7 BB meeting, there will be a Farewell Get-Together at Black Bear Burrito.  Discussion regarding whether it would be better to add another representative from WVU or a permanent resident of the community ensued.   It was decided that WVU Cycling is adequately represented by Janel and it might be better to have another representative from the community.  However, the BB strongly encourages representatives from the WVU Cycling team to attend the meetings, as they have valuable input.  Aira Burkhart has expressed interest in being a member of the BB.  Brian Bennett was also mentioned as a plausible candidate.  Brian will be contacted to see if he is interested in being a member of the BB.  Hopefully he will be able to attend the next meeting.  A vote on the replacement member will take place at that time. 
Agenda Item 8 (Bike Route Map)

Derek and Frank defined 6 route categories to classify the roads on the Bike Route Map.  After some discussion, one of these categories (Strategic Shortcut) was nixed, leaving Highly Recommended Route, Suggested Route, Bike Friendly Route, Route to Avoid, and Route to Avoid at Peak Hours.   Symbology associated with these categories was also discussed.  For more details, see the document entitled “Procedural Guidelines for Working on Bike Route Map.”  Also, there was discussion on the Bike Route Map Criteria, which included 25 different criteria for classifying the routes.  It was not decided whether GPS or personal experience would be the best way to classify the routes.  The need for a formal Bike Route Map Committee was identified to discuss these complex issues.  The committee will consist of Derek, Gunnar, Hugh, Duncan Oliver, and Chet Parsons.  They will meet within the next couple of weeks. 
Agenda Item 9 (BB Logo)
The BB needs a logo that can be displayed on all future BB correspondence, advertisements, and products.  Aira Burkhart, graphic designer, has graciously agreed to develop a few logos for the BB to examine.  
Agenda Item 10 (Downtown Parking)
On Thursday, November 12, Chip and Frank presented the revised map of the High Street Streetscape that shows both the parking meter mounted ring racks and the stand alone racks to the MM Design Committee.  This was approved by both the Design Committee and the board of Mainstreet Morgantown.  A quote from the vendor and approval by the Parking Authority are the next steps.  
Agenda Item 11 (WVDOH Bicycle/Pedestrian Plan)
Frank has sent a letter stating the BB’s opinion on this topic to a select group of people at WVDOH and is awaiting a response.  
Agenda Item 12 (705 “Improvement”)

Route 705 is now sporting “Share the Road” signs, with both a pedestrian and a cyclist.  It is believed that this particular sign design is not in the MUTCD, which is interesting to note in light of the BB’s SLM situation.  
Agenda Item 13 (Shared Lane Markings)
Bedard reported that she hopes to have a preliminary draft of the Table of Contents, Goals, and Objectives for the SLM proposal done by the next meeting. The actual writing of the plan will take 2-3 months.  She will contact Betsy S., Derek, and Chet to assist her in acquiring and compiling results of SLM studies in 15 different cities/states.  
Agenda Item 14 (Education Program)
The Education committee is going to recommend to the City Manager that he purchase the domain www.bikeMorgantown.com for development of the Confident City Cycling web site. 
Agenda Item 15 (Mon River Trail Closure)
The trail will be closed in February ’10 and may be closed for a year.  The BB is still waiting for the WVDOH approval of the Bike Lane that we proposed on the climbing side of Mon Blvd. between 8th St. and Evansdale drive, and the Share the Road signs for the rest of Mon Blvd. as well as Don Knotts Blvd. and South University Ave. 
Agenda Item 16 (New Action Items)
