New Business

1. We reviewed a method for weighting the rack selection criteria and the applying the criteria to the selection options but decided we needed to identify all the options before we could prioritize them.
2. We looked through catalogs and drew various designs on the white board including flare, inverted U, loop-and-post, Pittsburgh’s “P” design and penny-farthing cycle design and estimated prices for each.

3. We argued about the relative importance of the criteria that the whole Bicycle Board identified when it identified bike racks and bike parking as the highest priority obstacle to achieving our vision and concluded that everyone in the City must have a positive reaction to whatever bike racks we select.

4. We discussed sponsoring a design contest.

5. We discussed modifying off-the-shelf designs, particularly of the inverted U rack, to provide a distinctive Morgantown design.

6. We discussed putting bike corrals that would occupy one car parking space, be protected by bollards and have inverted U racks located in three locations: 1) in front of the Blue Moose, 2) inside the Black Bear parking garage, 3) at the corner of High and Fayette in front of Subway.

7. We discussed asking Tom Arnold, Parking Authority Director, to identify parking spaces for bicycle corrals after we explain considerations for cyclists proximity to popular destinations and safety.
