· The Committee was informed that the City of Morgantown plans on promoting next year as the “Green” Year.  

Agenda Item 8 (Downtown Parking)
Wamsley presented the requested detailed downtown parking plan to Mainstreet Morgantown (MM), as they requested.  He indicated that the MM Board thought the proposal created too much clutter on the street fronts and wanted a presentation of other options.  The BB suggested that we look at relocation of the post and ring proposal.  Chip also indicated that there may be fencing placed around the tree boxes that may provide some bicycle parking.  It was suggested that to show a bike interest downtown, there should be a critical mass parking of bicycles in the downtown area organized.  It was decided to follow-up with Tom Arnold of the Parking Authority on the location of bicycle parking in the garages and begin a discussion with the Parking Authority on the development of bicycle corrals in the downtown area.   
Agenda Item 9 (Portland Oregon)

Don Spencer presented information regarding his trip to Portland, Oregon.  Three things that he commented on regarding the bicycle program there was what he called “Bread crumbs” to mark the bicycle routes, that there were Green boxes at the intersections into which bicycles could move from the bike lane in front of stopped cars, and their mind set within the community on bike lanes.  
Agenda Item 10 (Bicycle Board Burn-out)

There was general discussion regarding the possible burn-out of membership on the BB.  Frank was directed to address this issue with members of the BB that were not in attendance at the meeting.  The Board also asked that Frank present to the City a request for completion of the bike route map and hold at a future meeting a discussion on destination signs and the inclusion of bicycles on those signs, for example, signs that would direct bicyclists to the WVU multi-modal transportation center and other destinations to which cyclists could be expected to need directions.
