Agenda Item 2 (Agenda)

The agenda was approved with the addition of Item #7.1: Hein will lead a discussion on Youth Bicycle Education in Morgantown, with the desired outcome of cooperation/collaboration between the BB and Positive Spin. 

Agenda Item 3 (Minutes of Last Meeting)

Agenda Item 4 (Action Items)

Agenda Item 5 (Ripe Banana Issues)
· Aira inquired about the installation of a Share the Road sign at the intersection of Spruce and Willey St., as she and others are often being cut-off by cars turning left from the center lane.  Unfortunately, this is a common occurrence, even among all vehicle types.  The BB will raise this issue at the BB meeting, but unfortunately there is not much that can be done about this troublesome intersection.

June 6th is the tentative date for an all day video shoot (6:30 AM – 6:00 PM) to film the 7 proposed commercials.  The alternate date is 06/13/10. Agenda Item 7.1 (Youth Bicycle Education in Morgantown)

Nick Hein, Director of Positive Spin (PS), has requested that the BB cooperate with him and PS in getting local schools to support and/or fund cycling classes for the youth of Morgantown.  These classes would teach basic cycling skills with the goal of crash prevention.  A lively discussion ensued with the general conclusion that Nick needs to present the class to the school boards in a different manner, as they have not been receptive to the idea in the past.  Suggestions included presenting the class as a “Neighborhood Cycling Class,” targeting scout troops, PTA’s, and extension groups, and approaching private schools first.  Nick was encouraged by these ideas and will formulate a detailed proposal and class outline for the BB to review and discuss at the next meeting.  Gmeindl asked Hein to include in his proposal specific operational definitions of what he is requesting the BB to do within the scope of the proposal.
